New Lease of Life

Ever been entrusted with a
big job and completely
messed up? If you've made §¥
big mistakes in the work .
place, the chances are that
you won't be entrusted with
that job again. If you make a .
mistake in family circles, the people who ln'.re you most
probably will give you a second chance but they might be
keeping a watchful eye on you just the same.

In the days after Jesus' death and resurrection Peter must
have been suffering huge guilt. He had been one of Jesus'
most ardent followers and yet it was Peter who had denied
Jesus three times during his arrest and trial. When we have
had a difficult or traumatic time it is human nature to retreat
into our comfort zones. This is exactly what Peter is doing in
today's gospel. Jesus might have hoped that his disciples
would be out and about spreading the good news, but Peter
is back on the lake doing what he knows best.... fishing!

When we hit difficult times in our lives and all we are able to|| =

do is hide from the world, what we need most is for someone
to give us a helping hand. What we might need is for
someone to let us know that we are still valued. When we
give someone who has lost their self esteem a special job,
we can give them a new lease of life.

In today’s gospel Jesus appears to Peter and the disciples
from the shore whilst they are out fishing. Peter, as
impetuous as ever, jJumps into the water and swims to meet
him. The others follow in the boat. On the shore Jesus takes
some bread, and some fish that his disciples have just
caught, and they share a simple meal. Then Jesus turns to
Peter and asks “Do you love me?"” Three times he asks the
same guestion, and three times Peter replies that he does.
It's as though Jesus is giving him the opportunity to make
amends for his three denials. Jesus is offering more than
forgiveness. He's offering healing and recovery. Then he
says to Peter “Feed my lambs,” and “tend my sheep.” Jesus
gives Peter an important job, the job he has been training
him for all along - to give the growing community of
disciples his support, guidance and leadership. Imagine how
delighted Peter must have felt on this day. Perhaps he hadn't
let Jesus down after all. Jesus still loved him and valued
him. This was Peter's big second chance and new lease of

The name of the song was "Love in
Any Language." Can you say, "I love you" in any different languages? Today we can learn at least
five different ways to say, "I love you."

After Jesus was raised from the dead, he appeared to his disciples several times. On the third time
that Jesus appeared to his disciples, he was with them on the shore by the Sea of Galilee.
He turned to Peter and said, "Peter, do you love me?"

Peter answered, "Yes, Lord, you know that I love you."
Then, Jesus said to Peter, "Feed my lambs."

Jesus asked Peter again, "Do you love me?"

Again, Peter answered, "Yes Lord, I love you."

Jesus said to him, "Take care of my sheep.”

A third time Jesus asked Peter, "Do you love me?"

Now Peter was very sad that Jesus asked him this question again, but he answered Jesus again,
"Lord, you know all things, vou know that I love you."

Jesus said, "Feed my sheep.”

Why did Jesus ask Peter the same question three times? I think he wanted Peter to understand -
and he wanted you and me to understand -- that it isn't enough just to say, "I love you."

She was a
person in conversation with God, with the Word of
God, and also with the events through which God
spoke to her. From the Annunciation to Pentecost,
Mary appears as somecne whose freedom is
completely open to God's will and shows us how to
live in God's word.

In this month of May, may we turn to Mary in our
times of joy and sorrow and ask her to continue to
show us the way to her Son. As we strive to grow in
faith and live more fully in God's word, may we, like
Mary, bring Christ to others.
