What is RUAH? RUAH is the new                     
Confirmation preparation initiative in 
Portlaoise. RUAH is an ancient word, used 
in the Old Testament to describe the spirit of 
God. Confirmation is about receiving the 
fullness of the Spirit of God.  

The time of preparation for this moment is a sacred time, a time which is 
important, in the life of the young person, their families, school                         
communities and indeed the parish. It is, therefore, appropriate that we 
take this time of preparation seriously. Not just to prepare for the ceremony 
but also to prepare for the candidate’s new life in the Spirit. We wish to 
give all our candidates for Confirmation the best experience of what it 
means to be a full disciple of Jesus Christ, to be a full member of his 
Church and of our parish community.  

The programme involves a series of four talks, one in October, one in                
November, one in January and one in February. Dates to be confirmed.  It 
will also include a Confirmation retreat, which will take place after the 
Confirmation Ceremony. It is also expected that the Confirmation                       
Candidates attend Mass on Sundays as much as they can, and there will be 
specific Masses during this time of preparation that we will ask the                       
candidates to attend.
